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Khong can phai tudng tuong gi nhiéu dé thay rang, néu c6 gang thuc hién céng tac cé tiém nang I6n lao nay
nham truyén ba thién chi va gido duc cong luan, va néu cé thé tim thay va té chiic nhitng ngudi thién chi trong
moi nudc thi (du chi trong thoi gian 5 nam) nhiéu diéu tot dep cd thé hoan thanh. Cé thé qui tu mudn ngan
nguoi vao hang ngli ctia nhitng ngudi thién chi. Day la cong viéc dau tién. Nang luc cia mot doan nhém nhu thé,
dugc cong luan hau thuan, sé rat Idn. Ho c6 thé dat dugc nhiing két qua phi thuong.

It takes no great effort of the imagination to see that, if this work of spreading goodwill and educating public
opinion in its potency is pursued, and if the men of goodwill can be discovered in all lands and organized, that
(even in five years' time) much good can be accomplished. Thousands can be gathered into the ranks of the
men of goodwill. This is the initial task. The power of such a group, backed by public opinion, will be
tremendous. They can accomplish phenomenal results.

Tu cOng tac da hoan thanh, moi ngudi sé tu tir thay dugc cach ding stiic manh cda thién chi, va y chi dé thiét lap
cac lién giao chinh dang cla nhan loai, va dap ing nhu cau cua tinh hinh thé gidi. S& ching té c6 thé dung
quyén lyc mot cach ding dan dé phat trién thién chi va thiét Iap cac lién giao chinh dang cda nhan loai, va cé
thé thay déi tinh trang bat hanh hién nay trong thoi su thé gidi. Diéu nay sé dugc thuc hién, khéng qua cac bién
phép hiéu chién thudng thay trong qua khi, hoac y chi ap dat cia mot sé doan nhém hung hang hay giau cé,
ma théng qua stiic manh cla cong luan theo chiéu huéng ding. Cong luan nay sé dua vao thién chi, su sang
su6t hi€u biét nhu cau cda nhan loai, quyét tam mang lai cac lién giao chinh dang trong nhan loai, va nhan thirc
rang nhimg van dé ma ngay nay nhén loai dang lo déi phé cé thé gidi quyét théng qua thién chi.

How to use the weight of that goodwill and how to employ the will to establish right human relations will grow
gradually out of the work accomplished and meet the need of the world situation. The trained use of power on
the side of goodwill and on behalf of right human relations will be demonstrated as possible, and the present
unhappy state of world affairs can be changed. This will be done, not through the usual war like measures of the
past or the enforced will of some aggressive or wealthy group, but through the weight of a trained public
opinion—an opinion which will be based on goodwill, on an intelligent understanding of the needs of humanity,
on a determination to bring about right human relations and on the recognition that the problems with which
humanity is today confronted can be solved through goodwill.
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
