the initiatory process are “the ability to be impressed, the capacity accurately to register the impression, the
power to record what has been given, and then to give it word forms in the mind consciousness.” On the basis
of the information received, the disciple must then properly invoke the needed energies and learn through
experience to produce a responsive evocation. My earlier statement on this subject a few pages back was
intended to lead up to this teaching and | repeat it here:

3. Directly from the Master.
