So we can truly experience like a planet or other parts of astrology energetically or intuitionally, or even on a
physical level, we can experience things through the, even though it's like looking at the sky or looking at stars
and such through a telescope. Like for example, we can see the moon and with this many phases, we can see
the changeableness of the moon's energy or experience it through the changing of the phases and the
emotionality and feeling of the moon. Or we can see in the sky a radiant Venus and its brightness and get an
inclination and experience of the astrological energetic meaning of Venus. And similarly, like through a
telescope, we can see the rings of Saturn and realize that Saturn has that disciplined ring-pass-not in a physical
sense around it that really has that disciplined energy. And or we can see, for example, Jupiter. Jupiter is bright
as well. And Jupiter, we can see its moons through a telescope and how Jupiter is like a mini solar system with
its moons circling it. And like, as above, so below. And so those are all ways to experience astrology even
without having to look at it in a chart. And of course, we can feel the Earth too. And our Earth and the locations
on Earth. And that leads to the Arctic or Antarctic locations in the far north or far south. And just the notableness
of those locations.

And that was held in Finland, north of the Arctic Circle in Lapland. And we got to experience some of the
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extremely long days and very short nights that you have in Arctic locations. As well as, at least briefly, the
Northern Lights that are very uniquely special to higher locations. And that led us to just some of the differences
or things that we get there through leading to the concept of Arctic astrology. So let's take a closer look at the
things involved in this. So first, let's look at seasons. And on the equator, there are basically no seasons. And
that means when there are no seasons, the Moon is more prominent than the Sun. Since there's no seasons,
you don't really have the Sun as obvious. But when it's good weather, the Moon is more apparent. So you can
say, like, many moons ago. But in contrast, in the Arctic, the farther north you get, the Sun becomes more
prominent. And it looks often cloudy, so you can't see the Moon. But you're very aware of what season it is,
whether it's summer or winter. Whether you have a midnight sun, or whether it's noon and it's dark out. So that
leads us to the concept of solar versus lunar calendars. Whether you can focus on months or years. And there's
the concept of, like, which calendar system is better. Sometimes you hear people saying that, oh, we should
have a 13-moon calendar and do that.

Even though we call it the Taurus Full Moon, even though the Moon is in Scorpio, because we're more focused
on where the Sun is than where the Moon is.

And so you can have a lunar calendar, but just recognize that that's more of a material focus. And so, again,
that leads to the difference between equatorial versus polar regions. Like, on the equator, you have sort of a
more Moon-oriented or a more grounded physical energy. And even, like, a more easy energy. Because, like, on
the equator, you can be relaxing on the beach and so on. But then you can have the more polar region, where
you have the Sun or the seasons more apparent. And it's a harder environment. It can be cold. It can be
challenging. And on the Arctic, you have a more solar-influenced region. And it's more challenging, so it more
aligns with the steeper path. Away from the grounded or material influences, and more toward the spiritual
influences. And also more of an abstraction away from materiality. So you can say that, in summary, if you're a
disciple, although there's a reason, or you can have the relaxation if you want to, but generally, disciples take
the steeper path, as it's called. So that means, for disciples, head north. Or if you can't do that physically, then
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do that mentally. Do the inner representation of heading north in your own life.

So yes, a thing about the Arctic regions is that it contains the North Pole. And the North Pole is like a special
point of reception. Like there's the... even as above, so below, an atom is like a mini-planet. And on the atomic
pole is described in the Blue Book quote saying that, So there are various North Poles. And even on a more
macrocosmic level, the Sun has a North Pole as well, which is described in the quote that the Sun is heart-
shaped, and seen from cosmic angles, has a depression at what we might call its North Pole. So you have like a
little heart shape for the Sun. And so that really brings the concept of that as we grow and we align with the
heart of the Sun, that that's literal. You can actually, literally, on a physical level, realize that there's a heart of
the Sun, and on the more spiritual level of going toward the heart of the Sun. And of course, in the North Pole,
there is the Arctic Circle, which is that special point that, once you cross it, you can have points, once you're
across the Arctic Circle, points at least at certain times of year, where you can have either a 24-hour night, like
a midnight Sun, or a daytime that's 24 hours, too, at least at certain times of the year. And that happens once
you cross the Arctic or Antarctic Circle.

So another point about the North Pole is that above the North Pole, once you get off the Earth, you have the
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North Star Polaris. And Polaris hovers above the North Pole. And that, well, Polaris is the North Star at this time,
but due to the precession of the equinoxes, there are different pole stars that happen very gradually over a
25,000-year period. So, for example, in 12,000 years, the bright star Vega will be the North Star. But at least for
now, Polaris is our North Star. And Polaris can be considered like a synthesis of the zodiac because the North
Pole is close to the ecliptic pole, where all the 12 signs of the zodiac meet. And so it has that synthetic energy,
where it's described as Polaris, the star of direction, governing Shambhala. So that's important. And recognizing
this and being aware of this energy and aligning with these polar energies is related to the Age of Aquarius,
because the pole star is specifically aligned with Aquarius in the quotation that says, the influence which
emanates from the pole star and which is such a potent factor in our solar system reaches our planet via the
sign Aquarius.

So, yes, it's sort of synthetic, and the pole star are not really belonging to any one sign. But as reaching our
planet, it goes through the sign Aquarius. And with the Age of Aquarius, that just shows the new energies of
Polaris and bringing that energy into our world. So, Polaris, the North Star, is related to Ursa Major, where we've
got the seven stars of the Big Dipper, and then the Pointer Star is pointing to Polaris. And there are some
important quotes about the pole star and the Big Dipper, where it says that, astrologers will do well in
connection with the horoscopes of disciples and particularly of initiates to consider the two pointers on the pole
star. And let's see, do | have a cursor? | don't. But you can see that there's the two pointer stars at the edge of
the Big Dipper, and then there's that arrow pointing to the pole star. And those pointer stars are named Meric
and Duba, where Meric is the lower star and Duba is the one closer to the North Star. And so those can be
looked at, or should be considered carefully. And then the Yoga Sutras mention the pole star too, and that's also
a blue book quote, which says that, concentration upon the pole star will give knowledge of the orbits of the
planets and the stars. This sutra is of small significance to the ordinary student, but is of profound use to the
initiate or pledge disciple.

The most obvious is the horizon, when we're standing on the earth, which divides things into the visible sky and
the invisible parts below the ground. And then there's a great circle, or a circle called the meridian, which runs
from due north through the zenith point straight up through due south, and that creates a circle. And then
there's a third circle, which is the prime vertical, which runs from east through the zenith point to west and
down below, and that creates three circles intersecting where each intersects the other two. And then another
important part is the... another important circle to consider on this is the ecliptic, which is the sun's path
through space and how that runs through the 12 signs of the zodiac. And an important part of the ecliptic is that
the ecliptic may be at an angle and often is at an angle depending on where you are on the earth. So when
you're on the equator, the sun rises in the east, goes straight up, and then sets in the west. So the ecliptic
follows the prime vertical on the equator, but near arctic locations, the sun is lower, and then the ecliptic, the
sun's path, is always near the horizon. So the sun doesn't rise very high, but also doesn't set very much. And
then there's also some common definitions for astrological concepts that are defined in terms of these circles.
Like the ascendant, by definition, is where the ecliptic intersects the horizon in the eastern horizon.

And so again, there's like six points, which are like the four directions, and also the
zenith and nadir points straight up and straight down. That creates six points, and also like three crosses. So
there are ways that for the four elements that you can relate the four directions to the four elements. And there
are various ways people may do that, but at least the most common way I've seen for assigning the elements to
the directions is east is air, south is fire, west is water, and north is earth. And but more interesting, that
perhaps isn't readily apparent, is a way that we can relate the three crosses to where we are on earth and to
the various circles. And at least one way of looking at it is that you can say the prime vertical, which is the path
of the sun in the grounded, more material equatorial regions, is that the prime vertical represents the mutable
cross going from east to west through the zenith and nadir. That circle is more mutable. And then we can say
that the horizon is more related to the fixed cross because you have, that's the path through north, south, east,
and west, which is where the sun travels in arctic locations. And it's also obviously fixed because it's very fixed
with the earth and the sky, very fixed there.

And then we finally have the meridian, which can be related to the cardinal cross because that goes from north
to south through the horizon line and through the zenith and nadir, north and south points. And that's the point
that divides the other two crosses and is kind of a more synthetic approach to them, and it can be assigned to
the most exalted or most spiritual cardinal cross.

you can have the point where the houses are almost always equal sized, even no matter what house system
you're using. And that means that the midheaven and ascendant are pretty much always square to each other.
However, at higher latitudes, the astrology chart can be more variant or more adjusted where the quadrants can
get larger or smaller, where you can have the midheaven getting closer to the ascendant or farther away from
the ascendant. And then for a more extreme case, you can have that once you reach the Arctic or Antarctic
circle, you can have it so that the ascendant and midheaven can actually be conjunct or be absolutely opposite
180 degrees apart. And those can be kind of key important times because they happen like twice a day. So if
you're in an Arctic location, you can point out or be aware of those points when the ascendant and midheaven
are conjunct, and they can have special energies.

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things get very interesting or they can be downright right weird because somehow systems are just invalid, like
Placidus and Koch houses, they simply do not exist above the Arctic circle in the normal way. If you try to cast a
chart above the Arctic circle using either of those two house systems, you'll get an error or it'll fall back to
another system, and you can try that. And then other systems, they work, but you can have some interesting
things like houses in reverse order, where you can have houses 6 through 12 at the bottom of the chart and 1
through 6 at the top of the chart. So there's some very interesting things. And also you can have where effects
that the ascendant isn't just moving but the ascendant can teleport between signs, which you can have, well,
when the sun doesn't ever rise, then that means that sign the sun is in isn't ever going to be on the ascendant,
so the ascendant's going to move around. And so you can have it so that the ascendant is going to skip certain
signs, which creates certain focuses on energies. So let's take a look at a demo for this. Here's an astrology
chart. And keep an eye on the midheaven here, which is circled. And if we look at this, and this is near the
equator, and you can see it's pretty obvious. All the houses are basically the same size.

Now we're at 60 degrees
north, just shy of the arctic circle. And here you can see the midheaven and ascendant are much closer, and the
houses are more variable-sized. And so if you look at how this changes over time, you can have a quick wobble.
There it quickly wiggles, and then it moves slowly over, and then it goes quickly across, and you can see there's
a more variable effect. And that can be representative of how in arctic locations you can have long days or short
days. And so either like a lot of activity or a lot of grounded houses are being concentrated into a short time, or
being spread into a long time. And so you have that compressed or expanded effect. And yes, and then if we
look at above the arctic circle, so let's do this. Here's an example of where the ascendant and midheaven are
almost directly opposite, and you have like a very huge first house. And here you can have it during the day can
quickly move over. You can have some very large and very small houses. And then there's the... everything is
the sixth house or the 12th house. And the sixth house is above the horizon, and the 12th house is below the
horizon, so you have some very funky effects. And if you move along here, you can have it. And see, but then
there's other parts.

And so, again, this can lead us to, you know, which
system is right or correct. And | would theorize that you can say that because you're getting more abstraction as
you get farther north, you can say that multiple house systems could apply at the same time. Because, you
know, a house is basically grounded, or it can be grounded in physical, your area in life, or it can be the trials of
the disciple, or the way they express themselves in service. And so thereby, sort of by definition, houses get
more abstract or spiritual during the poles.

or they can go beyond 2D, where the blue books talk about how in the archives of the esoteric astrologers
connected with the hierarchy, charts are kept. These charts are fourth dimensional in nature and not flat
surfaces, as are our charts. So we can at least look at 3D charts, where astrologer Dane Rudyer, he talked about
having a concept where he talks about Rudyer also proposed that a future development of the houses could
utilize Campanus as the basis of a three-dimensional birth sphere in which the effect of planetary latitude could
be fully acknowledged, although to do so requires some alternative way of representing this information other
than our two-dimensional chart forms which only show measurements along the ecliptic. So yes, we'll talk more
about why he mentioned Campanus in a little bit, but yes, 3D astrology. And so yes, here's an example of what
a 3D chart can look like, a 3D chart sphere instead of a 2D chart wheel. And so a chart sphere is you can kind of
think of it as like a star chart like a local horizon chart start, except it's a 3D model of the celestial sphere where
you can see the 12 signs here they're marked wedges in purple, and you can see the houses marked in green,
and there's the planets placed on them and aspect lines going through the internal part of the sphere, and you
can see Pluto is above the line of the ecliptic which is that purple line, and so on.

But what if you do want a single house system for the Arctic? Can we can we do that? Well, let's take a look at
it. Well, first let's think of the concept of 3D houses. And that means a house placement that takes planetary
latitude above or below the ecliptic into account. Which means that normally, when you do a 2D wheel chart,
only the zodiac position and longitude determines house. So you have a house cusp. It doesn't matter latitude
above or below, but that's all that determines the house. But for 3D houses, you can have, as pictured here, you
can see Pluto is below the ecliptic and with these curved house boundaries, if it were on the ecliptic, it would be
in a second house, but because it's dropped as ecliptic, its latitude is high, it's actually in the third house. And so
we can have the, again, no longer simple house cusps with 3D houses because a house boundary can span
multiple zodiac locations.

If it's
below the horizon, you'd expect to be in houses 1 through 6, and not put in house 7 like you'd expect above the
horizon. So you can have 3D house boundaries, which is the lower example, where you can see those curved
house boundaries that cross the different zodiac signs. And that has it so that all of houses 1 through 6 are
below the horizon, all of houses 7 through 12 are above the horizon. And that will, using a 3D system, will put
my Sirius in the 5th house, where you expect it. But only if you use a 3D system. So looking at the Campanus
model and why Dane Rudyer specifically mentioned it when he was talking about the concept of a chart sphere,
the Campanus model, or its 3D model, is basically simple. It's just simple equal-sized wedges. Like you can see
on this image here, there's houses 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12. They're all just equal-sized wedges. | mean, there are
alternate ways you could divide it if you want, but Campanus is actually very simple because it's just simply
each house is an equal-sized wedge to the sky.

So yes, so when looking at
the 3D model of Campanus or specifically 3D Campanus houses it basically addresses the concept of how do we
have equal-sized houses without using a normal equal-house system that disassociates the Midheaven from the
10th house or the Ascendant from the 1st house. So we want to have the Ascendant on the 1st house and the
Midheaven on the 10th but how do we do that when the Ascendant and Midheaven may be really close together
in arctic positions? Well, there is a way to do that. You just have to think in 3D. So you have the 3D Campanus
and only 3D Campanus of all house systems has the following properties.

We have all 12 houses are equal, meaning they cover the same size area of the celestial sphere and you can
have the same size houses at all locations even above the arctic circle, even near the North Pole and a planet
above the horizon will always no matter what its ecliptic latitude is a planet above the horizon will always be in
houses 7-12 and a planet below the horizon will always be in houses 1-6 and similarly a planet east of the
meridian will always be in houses 1-3 or 10-12 the east half and a planet west of the meridian will always be in
houses 4-9 so you can visualize the 12 houses like the area from the eastern horizon rising up 30 degrees no
matter where you are in the world that part is always the 12th house and no matter how the ecliptic is oriented
to it that can always be seen as the 12th house If you have that 3d version and so | like to call Campanus 3d
equal houses because it may not look equal on a 2d wheel chart but on the 3d version it is equal and so let's
take a look at this.

Here's a 2d wheel chart in a 3d chart sphere side by side and you can see for Campanus you have for a semi-
arctic position the midheaven is coming close to the ascendant and the 2d houses are getting very narrow right
there and but on the 3d house you have the the purple wedges that are the 12 equal signs and the green
wedges are the 3d houses but you can see the green wedges aren't changing at all they're always just fixed and
unmoving and it's only when the when And the ecliptic becomes really close to the horizon that you have the
effects of the seeming compression because you can see it's the ascendant in the midheaven getting really
close right there and that's creating the seeming effect of the houses getting smaller. But they're actually still
equal. And if we look at a different house system, like let's look at Placidus. Like let's say Placidus, you can do
this similarly and have a 3D version of Placidus or any other house system, but you can see the Placidus houses
are more mutable. The green lines are moving and you can see that like the twelfth Placidus house in 3D is
smaller and it's kind of wobbling around. So the houses are more mutable with Placidus but only with Campanus
are they fixed. And so no matter where you are or what the ecliptic is doing, you get the equal-sized houses.

And so that can be another approach to considering the 3D-ness of Arctic locations and with 3D houses and how
you can have an approach to them that can, if you don't want to abstract houses away altogether, to have a
nice equal system with always equal houses no matter where you are and what time it is.

So yes, another thing to think about is the concept when you're getting into charts, spheres are looking at the
celestial sphere, is the concept of 3D aspects, like how do they work in more 3D versions. And so a 3D aspect is
a concept that takes, again, latitude into account and not just zodiac position into account when determining
what aspect it is. So you can say that there can be like a true angle which is like the true circular distance
between two planets and not just looking at their zodiac positions, because normal aspects ignore, only look at
zodiac position when determining whether it's a conjunction or opposition or whatever. So like you can say that
a 3D conjunction with certain stars will never happen. Like the North Star, you can, | think it's like in Gemini, if
you plop it, replace it, but really the North Star near the ecliptic pole is effectively eternally square to the Sun as
the Sun moves around the zodiac. And so you can actually look at that or think about that energy instead of just
plopping in a zodiac sign and letting, you know, normal transits happen. And of course that can affect eclipses
where different new moons can be different in strength based on the 3D orb between them. Where like if you
have latitudes matching up during a new moon, that's a solar eclipse. But if the latitudes differ, then like the
moon passes over the Sun and then it's not an eclipse.

we have the two stars. One is at plus 30 latitude and the other is at plus 30 latitude. In normal astrology, you'd
say that, oh, they're in late Aries, they are perfectly conjunct. But since they're both, since they're 60 degrees
apart, considered vertically, you could say that's actually a sextal. So in some cases, you want to look at that
3D-ness, especially when dealing with stars, and realize that there's that, what is the 3D aspect effect? And of
course, these 3D aspects are sort of related to parallel or contra-parallel, if you work with those parallel aspects.
Although contra-parallel looks at equatorial declinations only. So you can have like when they're at the same
declination, you have a parallel or opposite, you have a contra-parallel. But a 3D aspect looks at both together.
And so that's a thing to consider is about 3D aspects.
